Five Love Languages 
 Quality Time Some people believe that being together, doing things 

together and focusing in on one another is the best way to show love. 
Sometimes we simply need to spend time with people to show them our 
love. 

 Gifts It is universal in human cultures to give gifts. They don't have to be 
expensive to send a powerful message of love. Remember peoples’ 
birthdays and anniversaries. Giving gifts (they don’t have to be 
expensive) as an expression of Christian love. 

 Acts of Service Search for ways you can best do something for someone. 
This will require time and creativity. These acts of service, however, can 
make a big impact in the hearts and lives of people. Remember to do 
these things with an attitude of joy and grace so that your action will be 
perceived as a gift of love. 

 Physical Touch Sometimes a firm handshake, a hug, or a neck rub can 
convey great love. Notice how Jesus took the children in his arms, laid 
his hands on them and blessed them. Whenever you express love with 
physical touch be careful to observe propriety so that you do not violate 
someone’s body by your touch! It should be noted that the most 
intimate physical touch is a gift from God to be celebrated only within 
the bonds of marriage.

1 John 3:16-18 
By this we know love, that he laid down his life for us, and we ought to lay down 
our lives for the brothers. 17 But if anyone has the world's goods and sees his 
brother in need, yet closes his heart against him, how does God's love abide in 
him? 18 Little children, let us not love in word or talk but in deed and in truth.  

 
1 John 4:13-21 
By this we know that we abide in him and he in us, because he has given us of his 
Spirit. 14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his Son to be the 
Savior of the world. 15 Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides 
in him, and he in God.  
16 So we have come to know and to believe the love that God has for us. God is 
love, and whoever abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him. 17 By this is 
love perfected with us, so that we may have confidence for the day of judgment, 
because as he is so also are we in this world. 18 There is no fear in love, but perfect 
love casts out fear. For fear has to do with punishment, and whoever fears has not 
been perfected in love.  
19 We love because he first loved us.  
20 If anyone says, "I love God," and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does 
not love his brother whom he has seen cannot love God whom he has not seen. 21 

And this commandment we have from him: whoever loves God must also love his 
brother.  

 
1 Corinthians 13:1-8a, 13 
If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am a noisy gong 
or a clanging cymbal. 2 And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all 
mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but 
have not love, I am nothing. 3 If I give away all I have, and if I deliver up my body to 
be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing.  
4 Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant 5 or rude. 
It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; 6 it does not rejoice 
at wrongdoing, but rejoices with the truth. 7 Love bears all things, believes all 
things, hopes all things, endures all things. 8 Love never ends. … 13 So now faith, 
hope, and love abide, these three; but the greatest of these is 

 love.  
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
